A special meeting of the Stansbury Service Agency of Tooele County was held Wednesday October 5, 2005 at 7:00 p.m., at the Stansbury Park Clubhouse.  The agenda was published in the Transcript-Bulletin.

Business Meeting:

Call to Order:  

Chairman Gary Ziser called the meeting to order.

Pledge of Allegiance:

Jeff Terry led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:

Randy Jones, Gary Ziser, Christy Achziger, Dave Lawrence and Walt Holmes were present.  Kenyon Eastin is excused.

Public Comment:

None.

Probable Vote Items:

Lake Weed Mower Loan – Dave Lawrence

All Board members have been given a copy of Tooele Federal Credit Union’s loan proposal for review.  Dave states that this loan is just an option.  This gives us the freedom to be able to go ahead and purchase a new mower and still do other things in the park.  Randy Jones indicates that there is no possible way that the Service Agency can buy a mower with cash out of the 2006 budget, he feels that this is really our only option.

Discussion continues regarding the terms of this loan. Dave indicates that we would be hard pressed to find a leasing company that would offer these terms, he can’t beat these terms even with a lease. Jeff Terry indicates that he made some contacts regarding a lease and that the 7% offered by TFCU beats them all.  Randy Jones states that with this loan the Service Agency would pay $12,000 in interest over the three years.  Board members agree with the terms. 

Randy Jones makes a motion that the Board approve the purchase of a lake weed mower and enter into an agreement with Tooele Federal Credit Union to borrow the money based on a three year loan with terms as presented in the loan proposal document dated October 4, 2005.  Dave Lawrence seconds the motion.  The vote is taken; Randy Jones – yes, Christy Achziger – yes, Dave Lawrence – yes, Walt Holmes – yes.  The motion carries.  Gary, Randy, Christy, Dave and Walt sign the proposal document.

Jeff Terry indicates that the time frame on manufacturing and receipt of the mower is 8 to 10 weeks.  The manufacturer will spend two days training our personnel.  There is a deposit of 25% required upon order and the rest is due upon delivery.  

Manager’s report:

Jeff indicates that his employees have spent the past week working on the lake and dragging weeds away from the lake banks with the backhoe.  The mower is being used every day. Jeff states that 75% of all labor in the park for the last month has been related to mowing the lake weeds or hauling away the weeds.  There are probably a few other planned projects that they will not get to because of the amount of time spent on the mower and the lake for the last month and a half.

Jim Ward has indicated that Leucadia will allow us to dump lake weeds on their property in Parcel 9, to the west of where the 28-acre park will be.
